Jillian DeMair is Visiting Assistant Professor of German at the
University of Central Arkansas. Her research focuses on literary por-
trayals of credibility, ambiguous narrative framing structures, and the
depiction of physical disruptions to the natural environment, with
current and forthcoming articles on Wilhelm Raabe's Stopfkuchen, W.
G. Sebald's Die Ausgewanderten, and the podcast Serial. She re-
ceived her Ph.D. from Harvard University in 2013 with a dissertation
titled “Telling about the Truth: Negotiations of Credibility in Ger-
man Narratives.”

Joela Jacobs is Assistant Professor of German at the University of
Arizona, in Tucson where she is affiliated with the Institute of
the Environment, the Department of Gender and Women's Studies,
and the Arizona Center for Judaic Studies. She earned her Ph.D. in
Germanic Studies at the University of Chicago. Her research focuses
on 19th-21st century German literature and its intersections with an-
imal studies, environmental humanities, Jewish studies, the history
of sexuality, and the history of science. She has published articles on
monstrosity, multilingualism, literary censorship, biopolitics, animal
epistemology, critical plant studies, and contemporary German Jew-
ish identity. Currently, she is working on a monograph that examines
non-human forms of life in the German modernist micro-genre of the
Groteske.

Emily Jones Emily E. Jones is Assistant Professor of German Stud-
ies and Environmental Humanities at Whitman College. Her research
focuses on the environment in post-1945 German literature, especial-
ly the works of W. G. Sebald, but recently also Christa Wolf, Moni-
ka Maron, and Yoko Tawada. Her current research focuses on narra-
tives of catastrophe and climate change in German and North Ameri-
can literature. She received her Ph.D. from Harvard University in
2012.

Her work
focuses on memory studies and transgenerational trauma in twenty-
first century German Literature.

Kiley M Kost is currently a PhD candidate in Germanic Studies at
the University of Minnesota. Her dissertation entitled “Telling Time
in the Anthropocene: Geologic Narration in German Fiction since
1945 examines works of fiction from German, Austrian and Swiss
authors that narrate geologic processes of the deep past, and explores
what demands this places on narrative strategies. Her main interests
include environmental humanities, ecocriticism, contemporary Ger-
man and Austrian literature and critical theory.
